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Rhythm of the Nile Dance Company is the only professional dance company in Canada which truly represents Egyptian Folklore and Egyptian style Belly Dancing, right from the source.

The artistic director is Nada Krysko. Egyptian born and raised, she was interested in dance at a young age, and became part of the folklore dance group in her high school. In University she was a major part of the Cairo University’s folklore dance group, as well as a dancer, assistant teacher and stage director in the Law College dance group. Due to her high level of skill and talent, Nada twice represented Cairo University in the Ismalaya International Dance festival. Nada received a degree in Egyptian Law and minored in the History of Egyptian Culture and Tradition. At the same time, at the age of 17, she joined the world famous Reda Troupe, dancing professionally.

The Reda Troupe developed traditional dance into an art form, becoming the first and the most famous Folklore dance troupe. 

Nada has been trained and has worked with the likes of Mahmoud Reda, Hisham Saleh, Hassan Afefe, Farouk Mustafa, Aida Nour, Tito, Mohammed El’Hossiany, and Duaa El’Dwaa. Beside innumerous performances, Nada appeared on Layali  El Television several times performing Egyptian Folklore.

In 2003 Nada moved to Canada and immediately began teaching and performing. With Dr. George Sawa’s invitation, Nada lectured in York University where she explained an ancient Sumerian passage on dance. In 2006, she founded the Rhythm of the Nile Dance Company.

The Rhythm of the Nile’s main goal is to present authentic Egyptian Folklore and Egyptian style Belly Dance in Canada. Although Western audiences are familiar with Belly Dancing, there is not much awareness of Egyptian Folklore. Although new to Toronto, they are having quite an impact. Since Belly Dance is a subset of Folklore dance, a Folklore performance contains the familiar and the new, and Rhythm of the Nile makes sure it is all real, authentic and amazing! All performances are choreographed, composed and directed by Nada herself and Rhythm of the Nile dancers have a minimum 6 years of experience in Egyptian dance. We invite you to experience the richness of history and the excitement of true Egyptian dance!
