No other latin group in recent memory has made a more auspicious debut than TIPICA TORONTO, when they played their first concert at Lula Lounge on April 14th of 2007. 


Created by veteran bandleader/arranger Jorge Maza, this new charanga group raised the bar in sound quality and musical presentation for Toronto's flourishing Cuban music scene. 


Combining the sound of the ‘tres’ guitar with two violins and a cello in a style known as “charanga francesca”, TIPICA TORONTO perform a salsa-based repertoire that reflects the grand continuum of Cuban dance music from the 1950’s until today. 


Having performed in – and arranged for – some of the biggest names in the Havana music scene (Charanga Habanara, Charanga Forever, Cubanismo), bandleader Jorge Maza knows what the Canadian audience expects from Cuban musicians – namely high quality arrangements, skillful performers on every instrument, beautiful lead and chorus vocals, and that distinctive Cuban flair and showmanship. They will be performing at Luminato in the distillery Saturday June 2, 2007. Then on July 14, CBC will be recording Tipica’s performance for braodcasting at Salsa on St Clair.
