Martin has directed and choreographed all of DCPC's major productions including "Ah Taste of Best Village" (1991), "Dance Baghai" (I998), and"REMORSE IN DE GAYAL" (2002). He is the founding director of DC Youth Performing Arts. Martin is a costume designer for Jessie Matthews and The Calabash Company, and is no stranger to Caribana's Winner's Row, Placing second in Toronto Caribana King Competition three times. He won first place in New York Carnival King Competition, People's Choice Award, also Carnival King of Boston USA 2002 & 2003 and Montreal Male Individual Of The Year 2004.
